The creation of the Frederick

recently announced by the UK HealthCare Markey Cancer Center
and members of the regional sales team for sanofi-aventis
pharmaceuticals. The fund was created in honor of Bart Frederick,
a University of Kentucky graduate and an oncology division
district sales manager for sanofi-aventis, who was one of the 49
passengers who died in the Comair 5191 airplane crash in
Lexington on Aug. 27, 2006.

Frederick, 44, lived in Danville, Ky., and often visited or called
members of the Markey Cancer Center team in Lexington for his
work managing sales of the cancer drug Taxotere. Many fellow co
-workers and cancer physicians at Markey Cancer Center
remember Frederick for his genuine care and compassion for

cancer patients, passion for his work, and devotion to his family.

Those who knew Frederick personally and professionally said the
creation of a cancer research fund in his honor would be a fitting
tribute to his memory and his career in the pharmaceutical

industry.

"We are very thankful for this remembrance that will be
ongoing," said Kyra Frederick, his wife of 21 years. "Bart was a
humble guy, but he'd be proud to know some good came out of

this tragedy."

"We are proud that UK is receiving this gift for cancer research,
because it means we can continue to make Bart proud, and work
on something he was passionate about," said Dr. Susanne Arnold,
lead medical oncologist in the Lung Cancer and Head and Neck
Cancer multidisciplinary programs at Markey Cancer Center.Mike
Kacer, regional sales director for sanofi-aventis pharmaceuticals,
said Frederick knew everyone by name in each clinic he served in
the region, from doctors and nurses to clinic support staff. "He
truly enjoyed what he did and always talked about how hard the
people at Markey Cancer Center worked and how much they
cared about their patients," Kacer said.

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To begin the fund, sanofi-aventis pharmaceuticals is donating
$20,000 for three years to the UK College of Medicine
Hematology-Oncology Division at Markey Cancer Center. That
money will be matched by cigarette tax funds, and the sum

could be extended in the future.

Dr. Kevin McDonagh, chief of the Division of Hematology,
Oncology and Blood and Marrow Transplantation at Markey
Cancer Center, said the initiative will help fund research in
experimental therapeutics, and will allow a research nurse to
guide patients through early phase clinical trials. "This fund will
play an important and direct role in sustaining our core
academic mission, to advance the treatment of cancer through

clinical research," he said.

The tragedy of the plane crash is a memory that will never go
away, said Dr. Edward Romond, a breast cancer specialist at
Markey Cancer Center. "In this work we do caring for cancer
patients, we deal with hope, and it's devastating to find out

about something you can't do anything about.

"In tragedy, the only thing we're left with is what we're going to
do with it. Today is an example of the choices we've made. We
have to live day in and day out that we honor Bart Frederick.
This is a sad, but special day. It reminds us what we're here for

and must live up to," Romond said.

“The tragic circumstances of Flight 5191 have brought ordinary
people to a place of performing extraordinary deeds. The
University of Kentucky Academic Medical Center has been the
benefactor of many of these," said Jaracz, director of
development for the Markey Cancer Foundation. "This gift from
sanofi-aventis, in memory of their beloved employee Bart
Frederick, is a shining example of turning a terrible loss into an
opportunity for healing. We are very grateful for their

generosity.”

Frederick received a bachelor of science degree in 1984 from
the University of Kentucky, and a doctor of pharmacy degree in
1990 from the UK College of Pharmacy.
